LFG Migration Probe Kit Provides Affordable Compliance

Environmental Regulations Mandate 
LFG Migration Monitoring

Migration of landfill gas (LFG) can pose a safety threat to 
structures and occupants near landfills. LFG has been found 
to laterally migrate as far as one-half mile from the perimeter 
of a landfill. This is the reason that regulations require periodic 
monitoring for LFG migration.

 Subtitle D regulations require that methane (CH
4
) levels 

must be kept below the Lower Explosive Limit (LEL), which 
is 5% CH

4
 by volume in air at the property boundary, and no 

more than 25% of LEL (1.25% CH
4
) within any landfill structures. 

Regulations also require LFG probes be monitored at least once 
each quarter with results submitted to the local enforcement 
agency.

At each location, the LANDTEC Probe 
Kit can be customized for single or multiple depth (up to four 
total) probes of any length. Probe tubes are available in four 
different colors to distinguish depths. The probes terminate 
in a customized polyethylene vault. A light traffic vault is also 
available as an option.

LANDTEC’s special thick walled tube, has less open 
cross-area allowing the probe to be sampled three times faster 
than Scheduled 80-1/2 inch pipe.

Quick and Easy Installation
Each custom extruded colored probe tube comes in 

standard five foot lengths with flush O-ring sealed threads. 
Screened sections are also available in five-foot lengths and 
can be combined to achieve any desired length. No special 
tools are required - the tubes are hand tightened.

 Each tube is easily placed through a hollow stem auger into 
position. Probe guides position one or more probes together 
for easy installation. The final depth is easily completed by
 cutting off the excess tubing and terminating the probes.

 Using LANDTEC’s portable LFG Analyzer, the GEM™2000, 
both methane and pressure can be measured. Often one or 
more probe volumes must be removed before a sample is 
analyzed for its methane content. LANDTEC’s new probe 
design allows the GEM™2000’s built-in sample pump to re-
move one sample volume from a 100-foot-deep probe in 
approximately 18 seconds.
